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Test Taker Rights

As a test taker, you have the right to: 

1.Be informed of your rights and responsibilities as a test taker.

2.Be treated with courtesy, respect and impartiality; regardless of your age, disability ethnicity, gender, national origin, religion, sexual orientation, or other personal circumstances.
3.Be tested with measures that meet appropriate professional standards, given the manner in which the test results will be used.

4.Receive a brief oral or written explanation prior to testing about the purpose(s) of testing, the kind(s) of test(s) to be used, if the results will be reported to you or others, and the planned use(s) of the results.

5.Know in advance of testing when the test(s)will be administered, if you when test results will be available to you, and if there is a fee for testing services that you are expected to pay.

6.Have test(s) administered, results interpreted by appropriately trained individuals who follow professional codes of ethics.

7.Know if test(s) is/are optional, learn consequences of taking/not taking test(s), fully completing test(s) or cancelling the scores. 
8.Receive oral/written explanation of test results in reasonable amount of time in commonly understood terms.

9.Have your test results kept confidential to the extent allowed by law.

10.Present concerns  about the testing process or your results and receive information about procedures that will be used to address such concerns.

Test Taker Responsibilities
As a test taker, you have the responsibility to :

1.Read and /or listen to your rights and responsibilities as a test taker.

2.Treat others with courtesy and respect during the testing process.

3.Ask questions prior to testing if you are uncertain about why and how the test is being given, what you will be asked to do , and what will be done with the results. 
4.Read or listen to descriptive information in advance of testing and listen carefully to all test instructions.

5.Know when/where the test will be given, appear on time with required materials, and be ready to be tested.

6.Follow the test instructions you are given and represent yourself honestly during the testing.

7.Be familiar with and accept the consequences of not taking the test(s), should you choose not to take test(s),

8.Inform appropriate person(s), as specified by organization responsible for testing, if you believe testing conditions affected you results.

9.Ask about confidentiality of your test(s) results, if this aspect concerns you.

10.Present concerns about the testing process or results in a timely, respectful way, if you have any.

Potential Risks of Testing

    As with all medical and psychological procedures, there are often risks associated with certain procedures.  Some test are difficult and my cause some unexpected distress and fatigue.  Additionally, since testing is often used for program selection, the results may indicate some weaknesses that would limit you from obtaining selection for a specific training or occupational position.
Potential Benefits of Testing

     Potential benefits of testing may include a more comprehensive description of your personality, intellectual, neuropsychological, or educational strengths and weaknesses.  Additionally, often testing will assist with diagnostic clarification, more precise treatment planning, and proper placement in an occupational position or setting.  Testing services may provide information regarding the potential for violence toward yourself and others.  When interpretation of the results are provided, the test taker may gain a greater sense of self awareness and may assist in making more informed decisions in the future.
Alternative Assessment Options

     As with most diagnostic procedures, there are alternative methods that may be pursued.  Instead of psychological testing, a clinical interview could be the primary method of information gathering.  Also, if psychological testing is not desired, you may choose to refuse testing services.
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
